Roles and Responsibilities 

U.S. TAG to IEC/TC 56 (Dependability)
Thank you for your interest in membership in the U.S. Technical Advisory Group (TAG) for IEC Technical Committee 56 (Dependability). The TAG is an active working body, and membership is not just a recognition of professional status!  As a TAG member, your active personal involvement in TAG affairs is expected and participation will be monitored per the ANSI Procedures for US Participation in the International Standards Activities of the IEC/ISO.  

Ground rules for this participation are summarized below.

1. Eligibility: Membership in the U.S. TAG is open to all U.S. National interested parties who indicate that they are directly and materially affected by the activity of the TAG. A national interested party is any individual located in the US, representing an organization, company, government agency or themselves, including U.S. branch offices of foreign companies. 

New members must be approved by the TAG. This is done by distributing the new members resume/CV to the TAG with a membership ballot. Approval is by a simple majority of the respondents.

The primary method of communication nationally, within the TAG and internationally, within the Technical Committee is via the Internet. It is expected that draft document distribution will eventually only be done electronically. It is therefore essential all members be able to send and receive email and documents using this medium. Accordingly, this capability is a condition of participation. 

2. Working Groups: Active participation is encouraged in at least one of the active working groups listed on the TC organization chart (see IEC TC 56 web site:  www.iec.ch). These working groups develop and maintain the documents published by IEC/TC56. Participation includes reviewing submitted documents or proposals and contributing to new U.S. proposals and working documents. Since working groups are only active until the assigned document becomes a published standard, TAG members will be expected to keep abreast of new developments and participate in appropriate new working groups as they are created.

3. Meetings and Responsibilities: Participating members are expected to respond to all documents distributed for input prior to the indicated deadlines. In cases where members do not feel qualified to comment or vote on a particular document, or cannot devote the time necessary for a thorough review, an “abstain” response is acceptable.

There are two TAG meetings in the U.S. each year. If you apply for participating member status, you (or your designated alternate*) are expected to make every effort to attend these meetings. 

There is one general meeting of the IEC each year, which TC56 usually attends. This meeting may be in any one of the IEC Member nations. There may also be additional trips depending on whether or not any of the working groups of TC56 determine a need for additional meetings. Ability to travel internationally is helpful and desirable; however, it is not a requirement for participating member status.

If these responsibilities are more than the applicant is prepared to assume at this time, one may participate as an Observer. Observers will have access to all documents circulated to the TAG, and are also welcome to provide comments and attend meetings, but would not be able to vote.  

4. Membership Dues: Dues for all participants are $275 per year and members will be invoiced annually in May. Members who fail to pay dues within 60 days will be dropped from the rolls. In a limited number of cases the fee may be waived (e.g. retired and academic individuals). Approval of the TAG Technical Advisor and the Administrator as well as the USNC is required for such cases. All travel expenses are the responsibility of the participants or their sponsors.
